Climate Change Vulnerability Index (CVI)
WSB 27 was positive toward the proposal to join the initiative of establishing a CVI for World Heritage Sites using a.o. the Wadden Sea as test site. WSB requested a more extensively elaborated proposal, which should also contain financial and working hour implications. Furthermore, the potential impact and benefits of such an index for the TWSC should be explored. WSB agreed that TG-C should lead the process and should involve TG-WH as appropriate (document by TG-C on CVI development, by 15 January)

WH Strategy and road map

· Trilateral Research Agenda: A 2-pager is currently being prepared by TG-MM. TG-WH will be informed on the progress.

· 10th Anniversary Wadden Seas World Heritage: A 2nd meeting of the anniversary group was held on 13 December 2018 in order to prepare the activities as agreed by WSB 27 (a.o. bike tour, final event, cooperation with partners, communication).
